Woodridge artists 18 and older are invited to exhibit their work in the 10th annual Woodridge Art 

Show which will be held from October 1st through October 31st, 2010. Please Note: This annual 

exhibit is to showcase the artwork of Woodridge residents.  

 

1. Artists may exhibit up to 3 works, 2 if each work requires a single panel. For safety and 

weight considerations, glass may not be used for pieces larger than 625 sq. inches. 

Please attach a label with the following information on the back of the work: Title of 

work, media, name of artist, phone, price or Not for Sale. 

 

2. Artists may also bring up to 8 matted but unframed works for sale in the display racks. (No 

glass on these, please.) Please attach a label with the following information: Title of work, 

name of artist, and price. 

 

3. The attached application must be returned to the library no later than 5:00 p.m., Friday, 

September 24, 2010.  All works to be exhibited must be in the library no later than 5:00 

p.m., Sunday, September 26, 2010. 

 

4. Only works with securely attached screw-in eye hooks and wires will be accepted.  The 

Library is not responsible for damage to or loss of art work. 

 

5. Masks and other three dimensional work are acceptable if they can be securely hung on 

panels.  Pastels must be covered with glass or plexiglass to prevent transfer of color to the 

panels or other works. 

 

6. A “Meet the Artists” reception will be held on Friday evening, October 1, 2010 from 6:00 - 

9:00 p.m. 

 

7. Artists may pick up their work anytime on Saturday, October 30. Works not picked up by 

noon on Saturday, October 30th will be taken down and held in the Library 

Administrator’s office.
